An update on how the Winter Programme is progressing:-

¢ Drainage in front of 3d green and new outfall along the side of the 3rd fairway.
Pipework is complete, seeding/turfing to be carried out when weather.allows

e Trim out trees behind 3rd & 8th greens & clear gorse in front of Ladies 8t tee.
Some work has been carried out here.

e [Form a path to the right of the tree at the 15t green and form a mound to stop
balls going out of the road gate.
Work progressing well in this area, seeding/turfing to be carried out when weather allows

e Remedial works to bunkers.
Ongoing and especially around the 15th green

e Extend path from the 7t tee down to the Ladies 10t tee.

¢ Remove large/dead plants at the back of the 18th green and replace.

¢ Remedial works to footpaths.

Handicapping Matters

As the new golfing season approaches there are a number of changes which Martin
would like to bring to your attention.

Centralised Database of Handicaps (CDH )

From 1st January 2010 all affiliated clubs in England will have their handicaps
uploaded to the EGU CDH. The main purpose of the CDH is to make the
administration and maintenance of handicaps an easier process. Golf clubs
will be able to log in to the database to check and verify the handicaps of
players for open competitions and also to check whether it is an active or
inactive handicap. Some clubs may limit entries to their open competitions to
those with an active handicap. Once uploaded members will be allocated a
unique I D number. It was hoped that the EGU would find a sponsor to notify
members of their | D number this now appears to be not the case and it will
probably be up to individual clubs to notify their members. How this will be
done has yet to be decided at Brampton. Should members require any
information they can contact the handicap secretary either by telephone,
details are in the fixture book or by e mail handicapsec@bramptongolfclub.com

Active/Inactive Handicaps

From 1st January 2010 players who have not played in 3 qualifying
competitions in the previous 12 months will have their handicaps marked as
Inactive. This may as mentioned above restrict players from competition entry
at other clubs. It will at this moment not affect normal domestic competitions
at Brampton. However entry into Open competitions at Brampton may be
restricted to those with Active handicaps. To maintain an active handicap
players must play in at least 3 qualifying competitions this year.
Supplementary Scores can count towards maintaining an Active handicap.
Details and eligibility regarding Supplementary Scores are displayed on the
club notice board. Your handicap will revert to an active one once 3
gualifying rounds have been played and the scores submitted.

It would be appreciated if members requiring a handicap certificate would let
Martin know in plenty of time. Alternatively members with access to the
internet can print off their own certificate by logging on to www.howdidido.co.uk
it is free to sign up and competition results are also uploaded to this site.
